Pittsburgh is unique because of
its proximity to local agricultural
areas. There is a great opportunity
to provide consumers increased
access to local produce at

their grocery store. OneBox helps
connect Pittsburgh's urban
consumers to rural farmers and
build a better community.

OneBox is a container designed
to eliminate packaging waste
from the process of transporting
produce between local farms and
local grocery stores. The produce
is placed directly into OneBox in
the fields, then run through the
cleaning machine while still in the
container. Then the OneBoxes
are stacked together on a pallet,
shipped to the grocery store, and
rotated on display. The empty
containers nest together and are
easily stored at the grocery

store until the next shipment of
produce is exchanged and the
OneBoxes are reused.

OneBox is reusable and long-lasting; the
farmer saves thousands of dollars every
year (15% of total operation costs) by
not having to purchase new packaging

With the handles flipped out of the
way, the tapered walls now allow
OneBoxes to nest together for storage
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Lightweight and comfortable
size allows for easy handling

OneBox has a small footprint
to minimize contamination
with pesticides in the ground

OneBox is ready to go
for the next harvest

Well built pin-joint hinges on the
handles never wear out: nest and
stack OneBoxes without worries

Copolyester is stable in warm,
humid environments, making it an
ideal material for frequent washing

Copolyester is resistant
to agricultural chemicals
and pesticides

Produce remains in OneBox through
the full wash cycle - saves time and
energy to unload and repackage

The grocer keeps the empty OneBoxes in
the storage area for the farmer to pick up
at the next delivery (thus eliminating costs
of recycling cardboard)

Nested OneBoxes take up 70%
less space compared to standard
produce containers
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OneBox is a worthwhile investment for
both local farmers and grocery stores
alike. There are many benefits to sharing
a OneBox system, such as:

Stronger business ties

Building community relationships
Good for environment

No cardboard waste

Reduced costs

Reduced produce spoilage

Easy exchange of boxes

OneBox has superior drainage with
advanced sloped base and strategically
placed drain holes (128 total!)

Refined holes with filleted edges
allow efficient water drainage
without damaging the produce
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Since the produce is in
OneBox from the start
of the process, no extra
packaging is needed

Up to twenty OneBoxes can be
stacked and "palleted" due to
its rigid structure and material

Handles flip out for the

the OneBox comfortably and
quickly rotate produce

Tapered walls on the OneBox
open upwards to reveal fresh
produce to shoppers
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grocery team member to carry

Pin-joint handles flip up to
allow for secure stacking

OneBox is designed to reduce
produce bruising and friction
during transport

Produce is visible when OneBoxes
are stacked which allows for easy
organization and identification of
the contents

Produce remains in OneBox when it is
put out on display in the grocery store

By remaining in OneBox, the
produce sustains less damage
since it doesn’t need to be
transferred to another display

Customers will see OneBox on display
as a sign of a fruitful relationship
between their community, grocery
store, and local farmers
